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Maths
In Year 5, we will be developing our understanding of amounts, exploring amounts of turn, space and time. We will also be looking at properties of shapes as well as ratio and explaining data. Year 6 will be using and applying the many maths concepts they are now confident with to solve puzzles, logic and real-life mystery problems.
English
In English, Year 5 will be looking at Shakespeare's Macbeth. We will be learning the witches' spell off by heart, analysing the characters, looking at setting descriptions and writing a persuasive argument. 
ICT
In Computing, our focus is coding; we will be learning how to use cloning and hotspots within our programs. We will use more complex flowcharts to help test and debug existing simulations, building up to developing a text-based adventure game.

Science-based topic
Science will be an extension of what we have learned this year; putting our scientific knowledge into STEM activities and learning about significant scientific figures.

R.E
In R.E., we will be exploring different religions in the locality, the wider community and the world. Children will look at how religions and cultures interact and the similarities and differences between them. 
French
In this French unit on the weekend, children will learn how to tell the time in French. They will use key phrases to say what they are doing at the weekend, including using time to show when they do different activities. They will also learn how to give opinions about these activities and describe what they enjoy or do not enjoy. By the end of the unit, children will be able to talk more confidently about their weekend routines in French, including when events happen.

PSHE
This topic introduces essential life-saving skills. Pupils learn how to conduct a primary survey using DRs ABC, place an unresponsive breathing casualty into the recovery position, and recognise when and how to perform CPR. They also learn when to call emergency services and how to seek support afterwards.

D&T
This project teaches children about processed food and healthy food choices. They explore processed and home-made bread, and learn about the benefits of whole foods. They plan and make meals as part of a healthy daily menu, and evaluate their completed products.

PE
In PE this half term, children will improve their agility, balance and co-ordination through athletics. The children will be given opportunities to develop their sprinting, running over longer distances, throwing and also different jumping techniques.
Music
In this unit, children will explore digital musical composition by creating their own spooky story soundtrack. They will learn how to build a drum beat, write a melody, and develop a bassline to support their ideas, while also using musical underscoring to bring a story to life. Alongside their digital work, they will learn to play the keyboard using their music notation skills. We are also very excited to start working on the production of Frozen for the Year 6s.
