










 Years 3 / 4 Spring 1 Newsletter
Maths
Year 3 will begin the term building on their understanding of place value and number knowledge. They will focus on using different methods to answer questions using the four basic number operations - addition, subtraction, multiplication and division. 
Year 4 will continue to develop their knowledge of place value and multiplication and division methods before moving on to telling the time.
English
This term in English, we are beginning with a focus on setting description, inspired by the children designing and writing about their own snow globes. We will then move on to learning how to use speech marks and how to create an engaging narrative. Throughout the term, lots of our lessons have a strong emphasis on oracy.
ICT
We will begin the term learning about being safe online before moving on to learning how to use and create a spreadsheet using 2calculate. 
History
In our topic of Ancient Civilisations children will start to explore the history of three of the world’s earliest ancient civilisations, beginning with Ancient Sumer. Children will discover how the civilisation began, how people lived, and what they achieved.
Science
This term’s science will develop children’s understanding of electricity. Children will be making simple circuits and identifying different components. They will develop an understanding of conductors and insulators.
PE
This half term, the children will be building on previously acquired skills in gymnastics. All children will learn new shapes, balances and movements before using them in a sequence which they will perform. 
Religious Education
In RE this half term, the children will learn through the topic of ‘Gospel’. They will learn about the stories of Jesus and develop their understanding of the world God wants. Opportunities are provided for all children to ask and answer philosophical questions. 
Art/DT
The art topic teaches children about the 3-D representation of the human form, including statues, statuettes and figurines. They study examples from ancient civilisations, and use their clay skills to create a Sumer-style figurine.
Music
In Music this half-term, children will be listening and appraising a variety of songs by The Beatles. They will learn to sing the song Blackbird and play the instrumental part to the song using glockenspiels. Then the children will compose their own instrumental part to the song using rhythm and pitch. 

PSHE
This half term we will be starting the Being Responsible module, which will help children to develop a deeper understanding of being responsible for themselves and how their actions can affect those around them.  We will explore the topic Coming Home on Time where we will look at rules and guidelines children may have to follow to keep them safe.

French
In French, children will learn 10 fruits and be introduced to the opinions ‘I like’ and ‘I do not like’. They will learn to say which fruit they do and do not like. 
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
