











 YEARS 3 / 4 AUTUMN 2 NEWSLETTER
Maths
Year 3 will begin exploring 2D and 3D shapes, discussing their properties, including lines. They will then move on to telling the time and measures. 
Year 4 will be looking at the properties of 2D shapes including identifying angles and lines of symmetry. They will then look at different units of measure and convert between them. 
English
We will begin writing a non-chronological report about an extinct animal, looking at the features of the text and language features. The focus will then be on writing a diary entry based around Charlie and the Chocolate Factory. 
ICT
We will begin by learning how to navigate online relationships safely before moving into our Logo unit, children will be learning to use the Logo programming language to create mathematical patterns. They will explore key commands and learn how to write algorithms to draw shapes and designs on screen. These lessons are delivered through the use of Purple Mash. 
History
We will continue our History topic this half term, ‘Through the Ages’. We will focus on The Bronze Age and Iron Age including changes to people and lifestyle caused by ingenuity, invention and technological advancement.
Science
The science this half term will continue to build on ‘Animals including Humans’.  We will focus on food chains, scientists and scientific capital, and look at careers involving science. 
PE
This half term, the children will be applying the skills taught last half term to developing their game skills in Netball, developing throwing and catching techniques and applying attacking and defensive skills taught last half term.  
Religious Education
In RE this half term, the children will deepen their understanding of Incarnation and how Christians explain The Trinity. Throughout the topic, all children will have the opportunity to consider big questions as well as asking their own.
Art/DT
This term will be focused on the DT topic, ‘Cook well, Eat well’. This topic will teach children about food groups and the Eatwell guide. They learn about methods of cooking and explore these by cooking a ratatouille. 
Music
The children’s learning for this half term will be centred around the soul/gospel song - Lean on Me. They will continue to develop their listening skills as well as singing, playing the glockenspiel, improvising, composing and performing using dimensions of music such as rhythm, pulse and pitch. 
French
Children will learn ten familiar animals and be introduced to the verb ‘I am’ in order to create short phrases.

PSHE 
This half term, children will complete the Our World module, learning how humans can look after the planet and reduce their carbon footprint. We’ll then begin The Working World module, exploring how children can contribute to their families and communities through the topic Chores at Home.
During Anti-Bullying Week, pupils will discuss different types of bullying and take part in a drama activity to explore positive ways to resolve difficult situations.
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
