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Maths
Year 3 will develop their understanding of place value to three digit numbers and understanding numbers before building on addition and subtraction methods. Year 4 will enhance their understanding of place value to four digit numbers. They will build on their understanding of numbers taught in Year 3 before building on addition and subtraction methods.
English
Grammar will be the focus for the beginning of the term. Children will develop their understanding of sentence structure. We will begin  reading poems from ‘A kid in my class’ by Rachel Mooney.  The children will develop their performance technique and write their own poems. 
Computing
We will begin our computing sessions learning about staying safe online before moving on to learning about animation. Children will create their own stop animation using Purple Mash. 
History
Our History topic this half term will be, ‘Through the Ages’. The topic will teach children about British prehistory from the Stone Age to the Iron Age, including changes to people and lifestyle caused by ingenuity, invention and technological advancement. 
Science
In science this half term, Years 3 and 4 will be learning about Animals including humans. We will explore different organs of the digestive system in humans and the functions of teeth. 
PE
We will begin the term developing agility, balance and co-ordination through a variety of invasion games. Children will develop their understanding of the importance of physical activity and reflect on their own performances.
Religious Education
Children will learn about ‘What it is like to be a Hindu?’ They will explore how Hindu religion is practised in the West Midlands. We will identify Hindu beliefs, celebrations and pilgrimages.
