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Maths
This half term, Year 3 will focus on explaining data, measure and shape. They will read and draw a range of charts and tables. They will collect their own data, present appropriately and explain data. Children will build on their knowledge of 2D and 3D shape.  
Year 4 will be extending their knowledge of fractions. They will be learning to interpret a variety of data including tables and bar charts as well as constructing their own. 

English
We are starting this term by writing our own newspaper report all about Iron Man! We will then move on to exploring non-fiction texts about Tutankhamun, where we’ll develop our research skills and learn lots of fascinating new facts about Ancient Egypt. We’re also looking forward to celebrating World Book Day with a special visit from author Matt Goodfellow, who will inspire us with his stories and poetry.

History
This half term, we continue our journey through Ancient Civilisations, focusing on Ancient Egypt and comparing it with the Shang Dynasty and Indus Valley. Children will explore daily life, achievements, and how these civilisations ended, while developing historical skills through exploring artefacts and key figures. We’re excited to host an Ancient Egyptian workshop, where children can become Ancient Egyptians for a day — a hands-on experience to spark curiosity and bring history to life!

PE
This term, our Years 3 and 4 pupils are building their confidence and coordination through tennis. They will be developing key skills such as agility, balance, and teamwork while learning rules and techniques of the game. Years 3 and 4 will also start swimming this half term (You will be notified when it is your child’s class).

Religious Education
In RE this half term, the children will learn through the topic of ‘Salvation’. Children will answer the question, ‘Why do Christians call the day Jesus died, Good Friday?’ They will deepen their understanding of the Easter story and its importance to Christians.  Opportunities are provided for all children to ask and answer philosophical questions. 

Art/DT
The DT topic, ‘Tomb Builders’ teaches children about simple machines, including wheels, axles, inclined planes, pulleys and levers, exploring how they helped ancient builders to lift and move heavy loads. Children will have the opportunity to make their own machine prototype which would help the Ancient Egyptians move heavy stones. 

Music
In Music, this half-term, Years 3 and 4 will be focusing on learning the songs for our Easter production which we are very excited to share with you later in the term. 

French
