 Year 5/6 Summer 1



Maths
In Year 5, we will be developing our understanding of place value for 3 decimal place numbers and numbers with up to 9 digits. We will also be developing our understanding of the four operations (addition, subtraction, multiplication and division) using informal methods and formal methods. Year 6 will be revisiting and revising all areas of maths. We will be increasing the accuracy and speed of our fluency skills as well as deepening our knowledge and understanding of wider maths concepts like shape, measure and problem solving. We will be applying this to test style questions.

English
Year 5 English this half-term, will be using the book ‘Wonder’ this half term. The children will be immersed in a book that explores aspects of diversity and how a child overcomes those differences to succeed in school life. Year 6 children will Children in Year 6 will be revising all areas of English in preparation for May assessments. We will be focussing on grammar and reading skills and applying these to test style questions.

ICT
In computing, we will be using a range of programmes to devise quizzes based around our curriculum topics.  We will include a variety of question types such as multiple-choice options, shorter word answers and picture clues.
Science-based topic
Children will begin their topic entitled ‘Blood heart’. They will explore how the blood travels around the body, the names and parts of the circulatory system, the function of blood vessels, what is actually in blood and even ins and outs of the digestive system!
R.E
In R.E., we will be exploring the values that Jesus taught us to live our lives by. We will read specific stories from the Bible and discuss how they link to the values. We will also compare the values of Christians and Humanists. 
French
This half-term, children will be taught the knowledge and skills necessary to describe what they are wearing in French. Children will use prior knowledge of colours to add description about the items of clothing they are wearing. 

PSHE
In PSHE, we will be looking at keeping and staying healthy which will include talking about smoking, vaping, alcohol and drugs. 

Art
This project teaches children about colour theory by studying the colour wheel and exploring mixing tints, shades and tones. They learn about significant landscape artworks and features of landscapes before using this knowledge to create landscape paintings.

PE
In PE this half term, children will improve their striking and fielding skills by participating in lots of cricket-based activities.
