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Maths
This half term in maths, Year 5 will be working on our wider maths skills. We will look at shape, measure, conversions and Roman Numerals. We will also be working with fractions and explaining data from a variety of representations. In arithmetic and our weekly CLIC sessions, we will be continuing to embed our understanding of calculation. In our daily maths lessons, Year 6 will now be focusing on the wider maths topics, particularly fractions and shape – leading us into Christmassy investigations where we will need to apply this maths knowledge.

English
Year 5 and Year 6 will continue to use the book ‘Holes’ this half term to inspire their writing. We will also look at visual literacy and Christmas poetry later in the half term. 

ICT
We will be finding out more about how networks work, understanding computer networks including the Internet, learning how they can provide multiple services, such as the World Wide Web, and exploring the opportunities they offer for communication and collaboration.

Geography
Our topic this half term is called Hola Mexico. The children will focus on the country of Mexico, exploring the geography of this central American country as well as looking at what is used to be like in the Mayan civilisation.
Science
In our Light topic, we will be using diagrams to describe how light travels in straight lines, either from sources or reflected from other objects into our eyes.  We will also investigate how light travels in straight lines past translucent or opaque objects to form a shadow of the same shape.

R.E
In R.E., we will be looking at inspiring leaders from Christianity and Islam. We will look what makes a leader inspirational and how leaders of these faiths are still important in a contemporary world. 

French
In this topic, children will learn the days of the week, months of the year and numbers 1-31. By the end of this unit, pupils will have the knowledge and skills to say the date and when their birthday is in French.

PSHE
We will be evaluating our use of screen time, discussing current topics in 'Votes for Schools' and developing our knowledge of the Zones of Regulation.

Art
We will be looking at Día de los Muertos (Day of the Dead) skulls and we will make making our own.
D&T
Our art topic this half term is called Moving Mechanisms. This project teaches children about pneumatic systems. They experiment with pneumatics before designing, making and evaluating a pneumatic machine that performs a useful function.
PE
[bookmark: _GoBack]In PE this half term, we will be looking at ball control, passing and movement and tactical awareness in basketball and tag rugby.

Music
This half-term, children's learning will be focused around one song: Livin' On A Prayer by Bon Jovi. Children will continue to explore the dimensions of music. Children will be given the opportunity to sing, play, improvise and compose with this song. Additionally, children will listen and appraise other classic rock songs.
